HOSPITAL SERVICES 

The hospital services started in 2012 with OPD facilities. IPD facilities and OT started in 2013 and 2014 
respectively as a make shift arrangement in the OPD block. The feedback from patients shows a 
heartening trend of increasing satisfaction with the quality of care and the cleanliness of the hospital. 

Apart from the routine OPD services, AIIMS Jodhpur provides advanced Specialty and Superspeciality 
care to the patients. Services like Neonatology, Pediatric Surgery, Oncology, Oncosurgery, Neurology, 
Nephrology, Neurosurgery, Cardiology, Cardiac surgery, Pulmonory, Endocrinology, Surgical 
Gastroenterology and Pediatric Nephrology etc are being provided at AIIMS Jodhpur. This year new 
specialities of Medical Gastroenterology and Medical oncology have been added.   

This year was unprecended due to COVID pandemic. This hospital initially managed all the type of 
COVID cases and later converted to tertiary care centre for COVID for western Rajasthan. This hospital 
provided services to COVID patients of this state and nearby state with high degree of patient‟s 
satisfaction. Recently, it has provided excellent wholesome care to all the cases of Mucormycosis. 

The OPD attendance, IPD admissions, and surgery numbers and complexity have decreased this year 
due to COVID pandemic. However, the institute is now performing many more advanced procedures 
including MRI, advanced laparoscopic & Complex (minimal invasive) surgeries like Partial Nephrectomy, 
Hernia, Radical Cystectomy, VVF repair, Wertheim hysterectomy hip and knee replacements, open heart 
surgeries, thoracoscopic procedures, endourological procedures & cochlear implants 

AIIMS Jodhpur is the first institute in Rajasthan to start Robotic Surgery with state-of-the-art facility, 

complex surgeries can now be performed safely using the Robot. AIIMS Jodhpur has a busy and thriving 
Trauma and Emergency Services and Dialysis unit. In an effort to integrate the different systems of 
medicine, AIIMS Jodhpur has established AYUSH services which blends the traditional systems of 
Ayurved & Homeopathy with Allopathic medicine. The institute has made rapid strides in all dimensions of 
patient care and has made a niche as an apex institute delivering quality tertiary care.

A total 1,17,315 of new patients were registered in the year 2020-21 as compared to 2,23,160

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COVID – 19 SERVICES 

Exemplary Role played by AIIMS JODHPUR during COVID-19 

AIIMS Jodhpur has played a pivotal role in the management of COVID-19. Aggressive testing, contact 

tracing were done meticulously right from the beginning of the epidemic. The hospital proactively formed 

a taskforce for the management of COVID-19. This taskforce, under the leadership of Director & CEO 

and Medical Superintendant, after deliberation with concerned stakeholders swiftly formulated and 

implemented SOPs for managing the pandemic which spanned all the dimensions of COVID care. 

Crtically ill patients were successfully managed by increasing the ICU beds. AIIMS Jodhpur participated 

aggressively in the vaccination drive from 16 January 21, right from the first day vaccines were rolled out 

for frontline workers. 

A total of 96,869 RTPCR tests were done till 31st March 2021. A total of 8,053 samples tested positive. A 

total of 4419 COVID patients were admitted. 583 patients succumbed to the illness and 3783 patients 

were discharged. 1958 patients were admitted in Critical Covid Care Units.

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Medical Education at AIIMS Jodhpur 

 

At AIIMS Jodhpur, faculty are engaged in continuous efforts striving their best for continuous 

improvement in Medical Education using innovations and novel methodologies to engage students. 

Following were the activities performed during the current financial year from 2020-21: 

1. UG Orientation Program (Foundation): Based on the feedback of the students from previous 

batches and meetings with faculty members, we improvised the orientation program for 

Undergraduates. MBBS 2020 Batch joined in December 2020 and a 2 week long orientation program 

was conducted for 2 weeks starting from 1st Dec. The first session was in Auditorium and included 

parents and guardian also along with students and faculty members. Students were also shown short 

video about functioning and life at AIIMS Jodhpur.  

2. The new elements of Under graduate program included “Early Clinical Exposure” which became a 
part of AIIMS Jodhpur model of medical education. Various aspects of this model continued like 

Problem based learning, Unconventional Learning (UNCLE) and Flipped Classroom even in times of 

COVID Pandemic. 

3. Preparation for Internship (PRINT) Program: 2016 Batch started internship on 1st January 2020 

and were oriented to team working, professionalism, waste management, record keeping and various 

aspect to facilitate their working as a doctor.  

4. PG Orientation Program: After induction at AIIMS, Jodhpur, there is an orientation program for post 

graduates in all the departments wherein topics like professionalism, medical ethics, communication 

skills, Computerized Patient Management system and orientation to the campus, medical college and 

hospital is done. This is done as students joining the post graduate courses are from different medical 

colleges of the country and they are brought at a common platform They are also apprised about the 

exam pattern and thesis guidelines. Additionally, they had a session on “Residents as Teachers” 
which is an important part of training. PG orientation program was conducted in  1st week of October 

2020 onwards and in 2nd week of March 2021 for batches who joined in July 2020 and Jan 2021 

sessions respectively.  

5. Setting up of the Online Education at AIIMS Jodhpur: In continuation of the online education 

program started in March 2020, the program successfully continued to provide online medical 

education to different semesters of MBBS in the present year.  

6. In addition, AIIMS Jodhpur continued to provide medical education to various regional government 

medical colleges – Bhilwara, Pali and Ajmer through the medium of live streaming of online classes 

held for the students of the institute.

7. Medical Education support to AIIMS Rajkot: AIIMS Jodhpur being the mentor institute for AIIMS 

Rajkot conducted the orientation program for MBBS Batch 2020 admitted at AIIMS Rajkot including 

Basic Life Support workshop. AIIMS Jodhpur also provided Early clinical exposure sessions held for 

first year MBBS students. The sessions involved faculty members from clinical departments providing 

early exposure to clinical sciences through interactive sessions. The same was operationalised via 

online mode. 

8. Joint program in Medical technologies (Masters in Medical tech, Dual degree, PhD program): 

This unique program was initiated as a collaborative effort between AIIMS Jodhpur and IIT Jodhpur. 

The program was initiated with a vision to develop new technologies in healthcare which can be 

utilised for the purpose for better healthcare delivery. The program is the first of its kind in the country 

to bring together experts from the fields of medicine and engineering, thus creating a unique 

opportunity for participants in the area of healthcare innovation. First Batch-2020 has 26 students. 

9. Online Clinical Grand Rounds and Clinicopathological conference: The institute transitioned to 

online CGRs and CPCs in view of the pandemic situation. Also, various clinical cases of significance 

were discussed on this forum via morbidity and mortality meets. The programs were conducted twice 

a week through online mode enabling faculty members and post graduate students to be appraised of 

recent developments and advances in different domains of medicine. 

10. Guest lectures:  In addition to online CGRs and CPCs, online guest lectures by eminent experts 

were held for a variety of topics ranging from recent advances in COVID-19 diagnostics & 

management to publication ethics and authorship guidelines. Post graduate students and interns 

were sensitized towards emerging best practices in different domains of the practice of the art of 

medicine.  

11. Our Institute is also a part of Institute Innovation Council by Ministry of Human Resource 

Development. 

Our students, both UG and PGs, continue to bring laurels to our Institute.  

AIIMS Jodhpur is the only Institute among new AIIMS and only one in Rajasthan to get listed as 

the 23
rd

 Best Medical Institute in the country. Also, AIIMS Jodhpur was adjudged the second 

highest scoring college in list of institutes set up after the year 2000.  
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Students’ Welfare Activities

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6. Mentorship program 

As a new entrant to the professional courses (MBBS and B.Sc. Nursing) at the AIIMS Jodhpur   
student have a unique opportunity to be mentored by a faculty member and a senior medical student.  

We have started and successfully conducted the mentorship program for all the batches since our 1st 
MBBS batch in 2012. Presently we have „Formal mentorship program‟ for 1st and 2nd year MBBS 
students (1st to 4th semester), in which each student has been assigned a faculty mentor and each 

faculty has been assigned 3-4 students, and they are advised to have at least one mentorship meeting 
in a fortnight. From 5th semester onward they become part of „Open mentorship program‟, in which 
whenever they need they can go to any faculty or they can contact coordinator mentorship program at 
their convenience.  All the students and faculty are part of this vibrant program. We have received 
good feedback from students, faculty mentors, college administration and students‟ parents. It has 
substantially benefitted students, faculty and institution.  

We have also started peer mentorship program along with existing faculty mentoring for 1st and 2nd 
year students. Near-Peer mentors are undergraduate students in their 5th to 9th semesters, who have 
volunteered for mentoring their junior colleagues. They are our most valuable resource and eminently 
suited to be mentors because they still recall the difficulties they faced as new students and their 
assistance can make college life easier and more enjoyable for new entrants.  

We have also designed guidelines for mentees and mentors. For better coordination, smooth 
functioning and liaison, we are regularly having meetings with faculty and peer mentors and seeking 
feedback from mentees. 

 

7. Students counseling services 

Faculty of Psychiatry department is providing counseling to our students for their emotional, academic 
and other psychological problems. We also have a Student Counselor for baseline assessment of 
students‟ personality along with ongoing interaction, personality development and counseling services. 
We also organize „Personality development program‟ for our students and receive their regular 
feedback for better coordination, services and harmony. A number of undergraduate and 
Postgraduate students have availed counseling service for their emotional, academic and other 
psychological problems during April 2020 - March 2021.

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Central Facilities 
 

Central Library 

The Central Library at the Institute houses various books on medical and nursing subjects along with a 
range of books of Hindi and English literature to cater to the extracurricular reading habits of the students, 
staff and Faculty. Dedicated computer terminals for the use of Faculty and students are available. The 
Library is Wi-Fi enabled. Collection of more than 3,390 medical text books and reference books of various 
specialties and about 500 books on Nursing are currently available. More than 1,136 online journals have 
been subscribed to by the library including 243 e-journals from the ERMED consortium (from NML, New 
Delhi), e-journals from Clinical Key complete database and BMJ Complete E–Resources Package and 
ASCO Digital Library journals. Subscription to „UpToDate‟, which is an evidence based clinical decision 
support resource, was started in March 2017 and is continuing to support the clinicians and students in 
their endeavor to be au courant with the latest knowledge and offer best possible treatment to the 
patients. Lippincott Advisor & Lippincott Procedures was subscribed to in 2018. About 400 diverse texts 
comprising of an eclectic mix of English and Hindi books and novels for general reading are available. 
Several national and regional newspapers and periodicals of general interest are also available. The 
library has a separate wing for e-library with 31 workstations wherein different subjects are taught using 
simulation and software modules. The Library provides reprography service. CCTV cameras have been 
installed in the Library to provide a secure reading environment. From time to time, the Central library 
actively organizes user orientation and awareness cum training programs for the Faculty and students.  
Several webinars by different organizations during Covid-19 helped the Central Library to cater to the 
academic needs of one and all. 

 

Central Mess Services 

A Central Mess facility is functioning in the vicinity of the hostel and is comprised of 5 dining halls which 
provides food of mixed culture and has a seating capacity of about 500 persons. The Mess caters to all 
MBBS, Nursing students including PGs & SRs also staffs and provides clean and hygienic food. A Mess 
Committee, comprising of 13 faculty members and 10 Student representatives is functioning to look after 
the day-to-day functioning and mess related issues including daily menu, hygiene and quality of food. 

A 24-hour canteen is also functioning to provide a different milieu to the students and to help them during

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Sports facilities: 

Outdoor sports 

The Institute has a large size ground for athletics, field hockey, cricket and football. The ground has a 
covered spectator seating arena as well. The latter has the capacity to comfortably accomodate around

calisthenics facility is also available in the outdoor arena for various body weight exercises.

About the Department  

The Department of Anaesthesiology and Critical Care at AIIMS Jodhpur is providing services for 

anaesthesia including Pediatric anaesthesia, Neuroanaesthesia, Cardiac anaesthesia, Critical care, Acute 

and chronic pain management along with palliative care.  

With the inauguration of new modular OTs, we have six operation theatres complexes with Post 

Anaesthesia Care Units (PACU) for individual floors. The Adult Intensive Care unit has also expanded to 

its capacity of 35 beds catering patients from various specialties. 

The services are strengthened for procedures at distant places like DSA room, MRI room, Cath-lab, 

Radiotherapy suit, Electroconvulsive therapy and Labour analgesia in the labour room.  

We have been running PAC clinic throughout the year except for the lockdown times. We continued the 

Pain and palliative care clinics through telemedicine until the regular clinics were resumed. We kept our 

palliative care services running throughout the year even during the peak of the Covid19 pandemic.  

Overall, this year Covid19 had offered a unique set of challenges to all of us. We as a department, 

conducted training sessions as a part of COVID-19 preparedness, for faculty, senior residents and junior 

residents of various specialties and the nursing staff. This training included airway management, basic 

critical care management, basic ventilator orientation along with various basic modes of ventilation. A 

similar workshop was conducted for medical officers of the district focusing on COVID-19 patient 

Management. 

Along with the 35 bedded Adult Intensive care unit, we managed two COVID Critical Care Units with 20 

beds each, throughout the year. Even during the peak times of COVID-19 with overwhelmed COVID 

Critical Care units, the emergency operation theatres have been running through the year. We have been 

running a separate OT complex for COVID positive patients needing surgeries. 

Along with the Faculty, our postgraduate residents, academic and non-academic senior residents were 

actively and tirelessly involved in the management of COVID Critical Care Units in addition to AICU, 

emergency OTs, semi-emergencies and elective OTs throughout the year. 
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On the academic front, we have started D. M. critical care program this year. Currently, we have six D.M. 

residents under this program. In addition to this, we are running fellowship programs in Critical Care 

Medicine, Pediatric Anaesthesia along with freshly started Pain & palliative care & Neuroanaesthesia 

fellowship program.  

We switched to an online teaching platform from the beginning of COVID-19 restrictions. These include 

seminars, case presentations and journal clubs for postgraduate students, fellows and DM candidates. 

We continued clinical teaching in operation theatres and ICU in small groups with COVID appropriate 

behavior and restrictions.  

We are regularly conducting BLS and ACLS courses for medical and paramedical staff to train them in 

CPR skills for the management of in-hospital cardiac arrest. This year two sessions were conducted in 

February and March 2021. 

Similarly, ‗The Indian Association of Palliative Care‘s Certificate Course‘ in Essentials of Palliative Care, 

was conducted in December 2020 and fourteen candidates were enrolled.  

Among the academic prizes, our residents have got prestigious H. K. Gupta award and T. N. Jha award 

for best papers, in ISACON Rajasthan and Achutyanand award-airway category in the 1
st
 international 

and 30
th
 National RSACP conference. Another best paper award was earned in YUVAisacon 2020. Our 

residents also won first and second prize in quizzes conducted by ISACON Rajasthan and RSACP. We 

also had got three more prizes for best papers won by faculty in AIDAA and YUVAisacon 2020. this year.  

During this period, fifty eight papers were published in Pubmed indexed journals and nineteen in non-

Pubmed indexed. These were contributed by the faculties and residents of the department.  

We publish a journal of anaesthesiology, critical care and pain: ―The Indian Anesthetists‘ Forum‖ 
Published by Wolters Kluwer India Pvt. Ltd. (http://www.theiaforum.org). The journal is indexed with 

DOAJ, Emerging Sources Citation Index, Web of Science. The department is also actively involved in

About the Department 

The Department of Anatomy completed 8 years of excellency and has shown steady progress in all 

aspects including teaching and research programmes. The diverse proficiency of our faculty members 

and our active research laboratories represent the foundation of our undergraduate and postgraduate 

programme. The department seeks to explore teaching-learning through group activities, seminars, 

internet based learning tools, virtual dissection table, small group teaching, problem based learning and 

well-paced assessments. PG activities involves seminars, journal club and microteaching on regular 

basis. The second batch of M. D. Anatomy passed in December 2020 with 100% pass result. 

The department has a Surgical Cadaver Skill Lab which was conceived with an objective to provide for a 

full range of motor skills development especially in the areas of surgical skills training for all specialties. 

The Cadaver skill lab will provide ‗near life-like‘ fresh cadavers where future surgeons get to do surgical 

procedures under supervision of senior mentors who teach and correct and help develop confidence to 

conduct the same procedure on a patient. 

The state-of-art museum upholds a collection entailing a wide range of specimen, carefully crafted, 

embryology model and models of neuroanatomy prepared by students.  

In-house collection of bones is created by a new bone retrieval technique.          

The department is regularly involved in community awareness programme for the body donation and 

received 9 voluntary donated bodies and 8 volunteers have registered for voluntary body donation in the 

period of April 2020-March 2021.

Facilities at the Department 

1. Dissection Hall: Well-equipped dissection hall with Cold storage facility occupying 12 cadavers 

maintained at -2℃. It is fully air-conditioned with virtual dissection display which are regularly used. 

There are five storage tanks to accommodate 50 human cadavers. There is Electric band saw facility 

for the sectioning. For cadaveric preservation, Phenoxyethanol is usedwhich has added advantage as 

it is a non-toxic, non-carcinogenic and non-irritant as compared to formaldehyde. 

2. Histology Lab: More than 4,000 H & E and 25 special stained histology slides prepared in-house. 

There is a demonstration microscope with camera for image capture with 50-inch LCD TV for 

projection. The lab is also equipped with automated paraffin embedding unit, freezing microtome etc. 

An inverted microscope and a high end binocular microscope is also there for research work.  

3. Museum: 103 prosected and potted specimens of gross anatomy and 53 Bone sets are in the Bone 

Bank. It has a Histology, digital x-ray and cross-sectional anatomy wall mounted gallery and has 73 

models of developmental anatomy.  

4. Demonstration room: Two demonstration room with Audio-Visual facilities are there, with one having 

a Digital Visualiser for teaching-learning. 

5. Seminar Room cum Departmental Library: The department library has adequate number ofbooks 

for the study references.  

6. Research Lab: It has central facilities related to cytogenetics work. The department has diagnostic 

facility to detect bladder carcinoma and BCR/ABL-1 translocation (9:22) for CML through FISH 

technique. The karyotyping and FISH are also done. 

7. Burial Ground:  It is located near Mortuary. Burial followed by exhumation is done for bone retrieval. 

8. Surgical Cadaver Skill Lab: It is located adjacent to the Mortuary of the Institute.

About the Department:  

Department of Biochemistry started with the instituting of AIIMS Jodhpur by the Ministry of Health & 

Family Welfare, Government of India under Pradhan MantriSwasthya Suraksha Yojna (PMSSY) in 

September 2012. The Department has been involved in undergraduate and post-graduate medical 

teaching, research and patient care services by providing advanced and routine biochemical analyses for 

diagnosis and prognosis. Currently there are 9 faculty members, 8 Senior Resident,5 Academic Junior 

Residents, 2 non-academic junior residents and 27 non-teaching laboratory technical staff. 

The Department is actively involved in undergraduate (MBBS and Nursing) teaching. We use latest and 

innovative techniques for teaching of future doctors. Our lectures are interactive and include audio visual 

presentations and group discussions during tutorials. New methods of teaching like small group 

discussions, early clinical exposure, problem-based learning and case discussion etc, were introduced as 

per NMC norms for undergraduate MBBS students to strengthen the concepts of self-learning and lifelong 

learning. During the COVID-19 pandemic, UG teaching continued in the form of online-lectures and case 

discussions.  

The Department has an actively running post graduate MD Biochemistry, MSc Biochemistry, PhD and 

joint PhD program of AIIMS Jodhpur and IIT Jodhpur. There are five MD students, out of which three 

joined in Jan 2020-2021. Currently one MSc and 7 registered Ph.D candidates are working in the 

Department. The PG and Phd training program include academic activities such as seminars, clinical 

case discussion and journal club presentations to keep them updated with latest research and advances 

in technology. Clinical rotational postings were introduced for PGs in various sister laboratory 

departments so as to gain clinical exposure and correlation with clinical biochemistry. PGs are trained to 

gain expertise in various laboratory techniques including clinical chemistry, chemiluminescence, 

electrolyte analyzers, HPLC, PCR, RT-PCR, ddPCR, gel electrophoresis, immunodiffusion, 

chromatography, AAS etc. During COVID19 pandemic departmental academic activities were adapted to 

an online mode to maintain a COVID appropriate behavior for safety of everyone. 

The Biochemistry Laboratory at AIIMS Jodhpur is functional 24 hours since March 2015 and is efficiently 

providing services to the hospital patients. Laboratory is part of an external quality assessment system of 

Biorad. Excellent quality assurance is ensured by regular monitoring of Internal quality control (IQC) and 

External quality assessment (EQAS). Biochemistry IPD laboratory is equipped with Fully Automated 

clinical chemistry analyzer (Beckman and Coulter AU series), Chemiluminescence analyzers 

(AdviaCentaur&Diasorin), electrolyte analyzers and Hb Variant. The investigations performed include 
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routine metabolic profile, electrolytes and special investigations (tumor markers, vitamins and hormone 

profile). New investigations introduced are Pro-BNP and drain fluid amylase, therapeutic drug monitoring 

(Carbamazepine, phenytoin and valproic acid), HbA1c by HPLC method. Serum IL-6 was introduced for 

management of COVID19 patients. Laboratory is also maintaining a repository of COVID 19 serum 

samples stored at -80°C. Molecular Diagnostics lab equipped with PCR, RT-PCR, flow cytometer, HPLC, 

Atomic absorption spectrophotometer, ELISA reader, Microplate reader, gel electrophoresis and ddPCR 

caters to screening inborn error of metabolism, heavy metal toxicity and mutation detection and also 

research projects of institutional faculty members, PGs and PhD students.  

The Department has research facilities in field of genetics, immunology, clinical chemistry, hormones, 

metal toxicity etc. It is also recognized Lead Referral Centre by Indian Society for Lead Awareness and 

Research. Department is actively involved in research as evidenced by one extramural project as 

Principal investigator and 5 extramural projects as co-principal investigator, more than 28 ongoing 

intramural projects, in collaboration with other Departments. There are more than 10 completed intramural 

projects and 9 ICMR STS projects so far. The research output of department has been tremendous, with 

publication of more than 70 peer-reviewed articles in journal of national and international repute.  

The faculty at Department of Biochemistry is committed for advancement in diagnostic services and 

research activities. Department has advanced in the direction for research related to molecular studies 

based on projects of DNA, DNA methylation, mRNA, miRNA expression using PCR and RT-PCR, 

diagnosis of inborn errors of amino acid metabolism using HPLC and heavy metals using AAS. 

Department is in process of procuring & constituting state of the art labs for advanced molecular research 

in the field of genomics and proteomics. The department also plans to establish advanced research in 

heavy metals& trace elements analysis by establishing ICP-MS facility.

Due to the covid-19 pandemic regular clinical work was affected, but significant work has been done for 

the reconstruction of cancer and traumatic defects. Numbers of microsurgical reconstruction or free flaps 

have significantly increased even in times as challenging as the covid-19 pandemic.A one-year fellowship 

in microsurgery has been proposed for those who have completed MCH plastic surgery. The department 

is on the path to becoming a center of excellence in microsurgical reconstructions, hand surgeries, 

brachial plexus surgeries, and other reconstructive procedures. AIIMS Jodhpur has been among the top 

choice institute for postgraduate training for MCH Plastic Surgery.Department has also been on the 

forefront on patient education. Public awareness programs have been organized through online webinars 

to create awareness in the masses.

About the Department: 

The Department of Cardiology is running its OPD and services and catering to patients with 

cardiovascular diseases during the pandemic with optimal utilization of the telemedicine and physical 

consultation services. The invasive cardiac procedures like Coronary angiography, angioplasty, and 

structural heart interventions are performed regularly and have advanced since the successful installation 

of two Cath lab machines in the department. The department has also started its pacemaker program 

after the installation of these two Cath labs. The department has also started to deliver required care to 

critical cardiac patients through CCU which has been started since December 2020 with 10 CCU beds 

with state-of-the-art monitors and other supportive equipment. Noninvasive cardiac services like ECG, 

Echocardiography, TMT, Holter monitoring, ABPM is present in the departmental OPD complex. The 

Department also has a point of care machine for evaluation of Troponin and NT-Pro BNP which is very 

important in the diagnosis of various cardiac diseases. The Department is also running specialty clinics 

like the Pediatric Cardiology clinic and Heart failure clinic on weekly basis. All emergency cardiac 

procedures like primary angioplasty, temporary pacing, pericardiocentesis, etc. are performed after initial 

clinical evaluation in Emergency Department.  

 

 
 

The department is also being involved in academic activities with the teaching of undergraduates and 

active participation in regular CGR and CPC being conducted in the Institute. The Department also 

running a DM training program with currently two candidates pursuing the course.  The first candidate has 

completed his academic degree for DM. The department is also involved in the teaching of students of the 

School of Public Health and College of Nursing.  

The department is involved in research activities with the publication of original articles, review articles, 

chapters in cardiology updates, and interesting case reports. Also, theresearch is undergoing various 

cardiac disorders in collaboration with other Institutes.  
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The department has procured two Catheterisation Labs(one Bi-plane and one single plane) for expansion 

and have been installed successfully. Newer and advanced imaging modalities like IVUS, OCT,andiFR 

have been installed, and caseshave been done using these modalities.

Department also started using its designated, Modular and Integrated OT on VI floor of 

D&T block. The Department of Cardio-Thoracic & Vascular Surgery at AIIMS, Jodhpur is presently 

involved in the diagnosis and management of Cardiac, Thoracic, and vascular cases. Cardiac cases 

include Valvular heart disease, coronary artery disease, congenital heart disease, and cardiac tumors. 

Vascular cases include surgery of the Aorta and Peripheral arterial disease. Emergency vascular 

surgeries are performed in acute limb ischemia due to Trauma and/or due to embolus. Thoracic 

surgeriesinclude diseases of Lung, Pleural and Mediastinal structures and tumors of the Lung, 

Mediastinum, and Chest wall. Department has witnessed steep fall in the numbers of the OPD patients as 

well as operations due to ongoing COVID-19 pandemic. 

We have catered a total of 713 patients, including 227 new patients in its Physical OPD in the year 2020-

21. We had provided consultation to total 480 patients via Telemedicine. IPD admission were 109patients. 

We have operated a total of 113 patients, including 61 open heart surgery cases, 33 vascular surgical 

cases, four thoracic surgical cases, and 15 others cases in 2020-21. We had mortality of fourpatients out 

of which two were cardiac and two were vascular surgery cases. The Department of Cardio-Thoracic & 

Vascular Surgery has allotted a total of 20 IPD beds from January,2021, 12 for the male patients, and 

eightfor female patients which were, later in the year, converted into COVID ICU beds. We were 

conducting telemedicine and physical OPD services five days a week and Elective Surgery fivedays a 

week. As pandemic forced us to differ all routine surgeries, we were operated only emergent or urgent 

surgeries in late part of the period. We wereperforming one major surgery on our operation theatre (OT) 

day and emergency surgery on an emergency basis in emergency OT. The Department also provides 

assistance to other departments in operation when any assistance is required for vascular 

injury/reconstruction or in thoracic surgery.  

The Department has always been at the forefront in undergraduate teaching and is regularly conducting 

lectures and active participation in regular CGR and CPC being conducted in the Institute. This year our 

department has started M.Ch. Cardiothoracic and Vascular Surgery program and first student joined in 

July 2020 session. The PG students are also being posted in clinics of the department on a rotational 

basis.

About the Department: 

Teaching and Training:The Department of Community Medicine and Family Medicine is engaged in 

training postgraduate students for clinical skills, teaching skills, leadership, conducting research and 

administrative skills through various PG activities. The training for clinical skills is provided to 

undergraduates at health centres under the supervision of faculty members. The department runs ―Family 

Health Advisory Services (FHAS)‖ to study disease related factors and environment in the family and 

community. The department is involved in teaching full course in Biostatistics to Postgraduate students 

(MSc-Nursing) in AIIMS Jodhpur and support for teaching whole course of Biostatistics to Postgraduate 

MD (Ayurved) students in Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan Rajasthan Ayurved University, Jodhpur. Due to 

Covid -19 situation, on line classes were held.  

Patient Care:  The pjatient care services is being provided by the department in rural and urban Jodhpur 

area through the following four centres: 

(i) Urban Health Training Centre, (Shree Swami Prabhutanand Government Hospital), Pratap Nagar 

(ii) Centre for Rural Health AIIMS (CRHA), Dhawa, 

(iii) Centre for Rural Health AIIMS (CRHA), Keru 

(iv) Centre for Rural Health AIIMS (CRHA), Dhundhara. 

During the year of COVID 19, a total of 29867 patients were seen through as well as telemedicine and 

physically (Dhawa  6410 Pratap Nagar  11516  Keru- 6519  Dhundhera  5422). The department provides 

regular Immunization services, breastfeeding, complementary feeding & counseling to mothers of under-2 

Children.

on challenges faced by patients with disabilities and relevant government policies and schemes to 
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address their issues. Posters prepared by PG Students against stigma towards people with disability 

were displayed about the support needed for persons with disability. 

 World Leprosy Day was observed - 30
th
 Jannuary,2021 with the inauguration of Leprosy SPARSH 

Awareness Campaign in all the centres. Our team along with the CHC Dhundhara team under MOIC 

Dr. G R Dhaiya carried out various awareness activities to mark this occasion.  A pledge was carried 

out not to discriminate amongst the person suffering from leprosy. Frontline health care workers were 

trained for identifying a suspect case and to enable them in availing a proper and complete treatment.

About the Department : 

Department of Dentistry has a running Master of Dental Surgery (MDS) program in the specialties of 

Conservative Dentistry and Endodontics, Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery and Orthodontics and Dentofacial 

Orthopaedics with a yearly intake of  two students in each of the specialty. In this year, in the specialties 

of Orthodontics & Oral and maxillofacial Surgery two batches of students appeared in the PG exam and 

successfully completed their degrees of MDS.New treatment modalities were added to the spectrum of 

clinical care in endodontics division with introduction of Ceramic Inlays along with Gold Inlays and use of 

magnification and illumination in regular practice. Post Graduate programme in Endodontics and 

Conservative Dentistry commenced from July 2020. The department has ten state-of-the-art fully 

automatic electricallyoperated dental chairs with all attachments.During the current year five more Dental 

chairs were purchased and are now in the process of installation. Three-dimensional treatment planning 

of surgical orthodontic cases is being done with the help of advanced 3D Virtual treatment planning 

software. 

The Department has seen approximately7024 new patients in the out-patient department from 1st April 

2020 to 31st March2021. Approximately 2162 intraoral X- rays and panoramic radiographs, 248 root 

canal treatment (RCTs), 17 Endodontic surgical Procedures, 33 All ceramic crowns, 790restorations and 

oral prophylaxis, 860 minor oral surgical procedures,48dental implants, 61 new orthodontic patientsand 

131 major surgical procedures have been performed in the above mentioned period. Our IPD procedures 

include major surgical procedures such as trauma, oral submucous fibrosis, oral cancers, TMJ ankylosis, 

benign pathologies(cyst,tumors and infections), and orthognathic surgeries. Distraction Osteogenesis has 

also been added to the spectrum of surgeries.

About the Department: 

The year 2020-21 will always hold a prominent place in the history of mankind when a major disruptor 

called COVID-19 pandemic happened. 

Despite the pandemic, the department of Dermatology, Venereology and Leprology, continued unabated 

in its journey to become a center for excellence in patient care, teaching and research.

About the Department  

The department provides highenddiagnostic and intervention services and is offering services in 

Radiography, Ultrasound, Mammography, dual-source dual-energy Computed tomography (CT) and 3-

Tesla Magnetic resonance imaging (MRI).The new dual source dual energy CT scanner was installed in 

month ofJanuary 2021, in the for emergency and trauma wing of the hospital. This is one of state-of-art 

machines with advanced acquisition technology for acquiring scans with low contrast doses and dual 

energy. 

The department is in process of installation of a new 3 Tesla magnetic resonance scanner with advanced 

technology such as compressed sensing. This will further increase the number of advancedimaging as 

well as help in therapeutic procedures. 

The interventional set up comprises of aBiplane DSA machine with advanced interventional tools. The 

intervention lab is one of finest labs in the country catering to both vascular and non-vascular procedures. 

The period of Corona pandemic presented with unique challenges such as acute ischemic stroke in 

young patients during the active or convalescence stage of the disease. The Interventional Radiology 

team performed many vascular procedures on Corona positive patients on an emergency basis. The 

period of Corona pandemic also saw the department providing diagnostic services to COVID patients with 

HRCT thorax and bedside point of care ultrasound being the main modalities. 

Advanced cardiac MR imaging is being done for adults and children with complex cardiac disorders. 

The number of complex neurointerventional procedures have seen a steady increase in the past year. 

Interventional services for acute aortic emergencies have been started in the current year with four such 

cases done in the initial few months of 2021. 

With commencement of Gastroenterology services in AIIMS the past year has seen an increase in 

abdominal vascular interventions such as TIPS/DIPS(Transjugular/Direct Intrahepatic Portosystemic 

Shunt), hepatic vein recanalization and Trans Jugular Liver Biopsies. 

Apart from these the various vascular interventional procedures done in the department include a wide 

spectrum namely intracranial aneurysm coiling, carotid artery stenting, pre-operative embolization for 

vascular tumors,  embolization for bronchial arteries, gastrointestinal bleeders, post-partum hemorrhage 

etc., TACEfor hepatocellular carcinomas, interventions for portal hypertension namely TIPSand 

BRTO,various interventions for peripheral arterial disease such as aorto-iliac and peripheral arterial 

angioplasties and stenting  and thrombolysis for critical limb ischemia, sclerotherapy for vascular 

malformations and various image guided pain management procedures. 

During the current year, total 4 students completed fellowship courses in Vascular and interventional 

Radiology, Abdominal Radiology, Neuroradiology and Thoracic Radiology. Fellowships have been started 

in Pediatric radiology in the year 2020.Our fellow Dr Suvinay Saxena received third prize in online quiz 
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during Second Annual National Virtual Conference of the Society of Chest Imaging and Interventions 

(SCII-CON - 2020) on 26
th
-27

th
Sept. 2020.   

The department runs outdoor services, specialized clinic (for peripheral vascular diseases) and inpatient 

services thereby making it one of the very few of its kind in India. This enables the fellows and residents 

to be well versed with clinical management of the patients. 

With the COVID19 pandemic, the academic activities of the department were continued online using 

virtual meeting platforms.The Residents and Fellows of department participated in various virtual national 

and international conferences and CMEs.

About the Department: 

The Department of Endocrinology and Metabolism started in May 2016 as a referral centre for Endocrine 

and Metabolic disorders in Western Rajasthan. The disorders treated include diabetes, thyroid disorders, 

obesity, osteoporosis and other disorders of bone and mineral metabolism, disorders of growth, pubertal 

development and sexual differentiation, pituitary-adrenal disorders and other metabolic and syndromic 

diseases. 

The Department runs Endocrine and Diabetes Clinic with comprehensive management of various 

Endocrine disorders including Diabetes mellitus on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday. On 

Thursday patients of Thyroid disorders are seen. The department runs specialty Pituitary clinic 2 to 5 pm 

on Wednesday. 

There is indoor facility where dynamic tests like, HDDDST, water deprivation test, Saline infusion tests, 

glucagon stimulation test, Growth hormone stimulation tests are done. These tests required patients to be 

referred to AIIMS Delhi earlier.With acquiring of the state-of-art Hologic DEXA machine in January 2021, 

the Bone and Osteoporotic services of the department have been greatly strengthened. 

Also with the joining of new faculty, Dr Ayan Roy as Assistant Professor, the department has expanded its 

clinical services. The Covid-19 pandemic has brought its challenges and the department has used online 

telemedicine and other innovative means to meet and successfully handle these situations & continue to 

provide effective clinical care to patients. 

In future with aim of comprehensive diabetes care, diabetes foot care clinic with focus on high-risk 

diabetes foot and secondary preventive facilities will be started. There is plan to develop integrated 

nutrition for diabetes and obesity management.  

There is long term aim to establish leadership both in clinical and cutting edge basic research in arenas of 

metabolism, pituitary and bone disorders. There is aim to establish dedicated Type 1 Diabetes clinic, 

Pediatric Endocrinology clinic covering pubertal and growth disorders, Obesity Clinic and Reproductive 

Endocrinology Clinic. The department aims to expand its base and scope with interdepartmental 

coordination and collaboration. Thyroid ultrasound with Fine Needle Aspiration, autonomic function 

testing in diabetes patients, diabetic foot care lab, advanced hormonal assay lab including dynamic 

endocrinology testing, Diabetes Technology (including CGMS, RTGS, nonprick glucometers) lab would 

help in developing a department providing adequate teaching facilities for DM students, patient care and 

research.

About the Department: 

At AIIMS, Jodhpur, the department of Forensic Medicine and Toxicology is actively engaged in teaching 

and training students pursuing MBBS and B.Sc. nursing degrees. Undergraduate and postgraduate 

students visit the Regional Forensic Science Laboratory (RFSL) in Jodhpur on a regular basis to get a 

better knowledge of the integrated approach to criminal investigation. Nine postgraduates and two PhD 

students are currently enrolled in the department. The department is unique in that interns are expected 

to complete ten days of obligatory posting. The mortuary facility is fully operational, and autopsy reports 

are produced using in-house software. 125 medicolegalautopsies were performed last year. Additionally, 

the department provides crime scene inspections when requested by law enforcement authorities. The 

department runs a 24-hour Clinical Forensic Medicine facility inside the Emergency and Trauma 

premises. 464 medico-legal cases were handled by the department last year. Clinical services also offer 

extensive support for sexual assault survivors. The department has developed a reputation as a reference 

centre for providing professional advice on matters referred by the police, state commissions, and 

honorable courts. Faculty members serve on Medical Boards charged with the responsibility of evaluating 

disability. 

The department was actively involved in the dignified management of the dead bodies during the COVID-

19 outbreak in cooperation with the district and state-level authorities. Last year the 737 covid 

positive/suspect dead bodies were released following the guidelines. The department has also been a 

part of the training of the health care workers in context to the infection control practices. 

The department has made great strides in the area of research. Currently, the department is engaged in 

eight intramural and two extramural projects. The faculty members of the department published their work 

in PubMed-indexed journals(45 in no) as well as non-PubMed-indexed journals(10 in no.) articles last 

year.

About the Department: 

The Department of General Surgery is running to its fullest capacity with 80% bed occupancy. The clinical 

workload has also observed an increase of 25%. We are witnessing an upsurge and influx of large 

number of patient attendance in our elective and emergency admissions. 

Faculty members of the Department have expertise in advanced laparoscopy and trauma care. Elective 

operation theatres are operational to their full capacity. Our emergency operation theatre has witnessed 

large number of life and limb saving surgeries and is usually running busy.   

This year presented with unique challenge in the form of Covid-19 pandemic. Whole world witnessed 

major change in all aspect of life and medical profession is no exception to it. Our department has tried its 

best to acclimatize to these new scenarios and has performed best to the capacity to deliver maximum 

benefit to the patient and to the students.  

Through telemedicine facility, our department has treated various new patients and followed up many 

patients to assess their condition so that needy patients can be prioritized, and proper treatment 

arrangement can be made through ongoing emergency services. Though elective operations were 

withheld for some time, patients were prioritized and accommodated for treatment depending on the 

severity and urgency of the disease. Malignant diseases (Breast, Thyroid, Gastrointestinal, soft tissue 

etc.) and life-saving surgeries were done to our full capacity. Pandemic-specific challenges were faced 

from front with confidence, some of our faculty and residents also got infected with Covid-19 but with 

consistent institutional support we tried to provide best surgical care to our patients.  

This pandemic has also affected teaching pattern. Our institute has formulated a very student centric 

online teaching platform. Our faculty has tried to provide more interactive and practical knowledge along 

with lectures for Undergraduate surgery teaching, one of our core focus areas. Daily clinical teaching in 

OPD and in wards (Bed side clinical teaching) is being conducted regularly with covid appropriate 

behavior. Students and interns are also being exposed to many basic surgical skills. 

Total 24 students are pursuing post-graduation in General Surgery at present. This year, the Department 

also conducted online post graduate teaching sessions like Seminars, symposium, Journal club and case 

presentations regularly and these sessions also involved senior residents working in our department. Post 

graduate examinations were also conducted on online platform and two batches of postgraduate students 

passed the examination with flying colors.  Intradepartmental Quality Improvement Meetings and surgical 

audit were held to critically analyze the patient management to bring out strategies and quality care. This 
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year, our department started number of research projects covering great spectrum of patients and 

disease elements. 

Our department is a board-certified exam center for DNB General Surgery examination and an approved 

site for ATLS provider course. This year, we also conducted DNB General Surgery examination on 25
th

Department of Microbiology has been providing laboratory services at par with all other national institutes, 

in the field of diagnostics, hospital infection control, research and various extra-curricular activities of this 

prestigious Institution, since 2013. The Department of Microbiology at AIIMS Jodhpur has various 

sections engaged in providing routine diagnostics, infection control, second line investigations and state-

of-the art research. The department presently has 68 members comprising 7 Faculty, 10 SR, 14 JRs, 13 

LTs, 5 attendants and various project & VRDL staff. We are actively engaged in teaching of 

undergraduate and postgraduate medical students and co-mentor DM infectious diseases curriculum for 

Post-MD candidates in microbiology, medicine and pediatrics.  

The laboratory has been equipped with new automated instruments and molecular technologies, up-to-

date with international norms. The various sub-sections of the departments are spread over three 

divisions: (1) The IPD lab with 24-hr services in Bacteriology, Mycology, Mycobacteriology, Parasitology, 

Virology, Serology, Anaerobic and Hospital Infection Control. We are the regional level reference center 

for Antimicrobial Resistance testing for Western India (2) The OPD lab provides NTEP diagnostics, STI 

reporting and ATT referral services from 9am-5pm for outpatients.

We 

are now having 24-bedded NICU which includes step down area, isolation room and COVID NICU. The 

department delivers 24 hours resuscitation care, delivery room care, inpatient and outpatient care. The 

Department of Neonatology has, well equipped neonatal intensive care unit (NICU), postnatal ward and 

follows up clinic for high-risk infants to ensure the post discharge continuum of care. Department is in the 

process of establishing Early Intervention Centre (EIC) and Comprehensive Lactation Management 

Centre (CLMC).  

In the last one year the department delivered services to approximately 1700 inborn neonates. Around 

324 neonates got admitted in NICU. Approximately 400 infants attended the ‗high risk clinic‘ during the 

same time period.  Our neonatal mortality rate ranges from 9 – 10 per 1000 live birth. The number of 

NICU beds have increased from six to 24 beds over the last 15 months. Most of the time (>95%), our 

NICU is running with 100% bed occupancy rate. The formal ‗Neonatal Nursing Course‘ of one-year 

duration has been sanctioned and its first batch of nursing officers will be taken from Jan 2022 onwards. 

This will act as a catalyst in improving neonatal nursing care across nation. This will be a unique course 

which does not exist anywhere in our country till date. This is the referral center for western Rajasthan, 

receives sicker babies who require advanced neonatal care and complicated babies who require 

extensive evaluation and sophisticated investigations.

About the Department:  

The Department of Nephrology, at AIIMS Jodhpur serves as a tertiary-care center for providing treatment 

related to Kidney diseases. It provides services covering the gamut of clinical Nephrology including 

treating OPD patients, Inpatients, critical care Nephrology, acute kidney injury and patients of Chronic 

kidney disease. At present department is performing all nephrology procedures such as kidney biopsies, 

central venous catheterization both temporary and tunneled, Hemodialysis, continuous therapies, 

peritoneal dialysis both acute and CAPD. It is a recognized teaching center after the start of DM course 

since July 2018. Department started live related Renal Transplantation since August, 2019. AIIMS 

Jodhpur is the first centre to cater renal transplant facility in Western Rajasthan. The Department 

rendered its services for the management of patients with renal failure and post-transplant follow up 

during the SARS-CoV-2 pandemic with unbaiting services by providing teleconsultation for outpatient 

renal OPD patients, dialysis support both maintenance and continuous renal replacement therapy for 

critically ill patients.

About The Department: 

The Department of Neurology has continued with the expansion of its academic program although 

outpatient and inpatient services were impaired due to the COVID pandemic. A new faculty member 

on contractual post, Dr. Sucharita Anand, joined the department on 8
th
 January 2021. This year, four 

more candidates were inducted into the DM course in July 2020 and January 2021 taking the 

number of Academic Senior Residents to eight at the end of the year. Regular academic schedule 

including seminars, journal clubs, bedside presentations, Practice parameter/Approach sessions, 

neuroradiology sessions, neuropatholo gy, neuropsychiatry and neurology-neurosurgery grand 

rounds were held regularly. Thesis protocols were submitted and work on the dissertations have 

been regularly  updated  . The outpatient and in-patient services were significantly affected by the 

ongoing COVID pandemic. However, telemedicine services were instituted in May 2021. Since then 

a total of 4596 new patients and 2446 old patients were seen in the OPD (inclusive ofteleneurology 

consultation and physically in OPD following COVID appropriate behavior). Around 366 patients 

were admitted in the wards for evaluation and management this year, a decrease of around 200 

compared to the previous  non-COVID year. Many patients have also been admitted from 

Emergency to the AICU as well as COVID wards and ICUs for various neurological problems. 

Strokes have been a major cause for admissions, especially in the COVID and post COVID 

scenario. A total of 252 stroke patients were admitted under Neurology alone of which 41 patients 

received intravenous thrombolysis and ten underwent mechanical thrombectomy in addition by the 

department of Diagnostic and Interventional Radiology. Nine patients underwent emergency 

decompressive  craniectomies as a lifesaving  procedure  in stroke patients by the department of 

Neurosurgery.  The Comprehensive Epilepsy Surgery Program  at AIIMS, Jodhpur took a backseat 

due to COVID pandemic. Out of a total of 10 operated 

patients, 9 completed I -year postoperative period and 8 are seizure free with Engel class I 

outcome. Botox injections for movement disorders were also given though services were curtailed 

due to COVID restrictions. Electrophysiology services have further expanded in the department 

providing services to both outpatients and inpatients amounting to total of 1392 tests. Up to 31
st
 

March 2021, 666 EEGs were done. In addition, 292 nerve conduction studies, 40 electromyography 

studies, 92 evoked potential studies and 18 repetitive nerve stimulation tests were done during the 

same period. Out of these, 234bedside EEGs and 25 bedside nerve conduction studies were done. 

The non-invasive presurgical workup for drug resistant epilepsy included 10 video EEGs. The 

department was also involved in undergraduate and postgraduate teaching. Didactic lectures, 

integrated teaching sessions and unconventional learning classes were conducted for MBBS students in 

addition to clinical postings. Bedside classes were also taken for MD Medicine, Psychiatry and MCh 

Neurosurgery students posted in the department.

About the Department: 

The department of Neurosurgery, in 2020-21, added three more faculty members. ―Functional 

Neurosurgery‖ was started in the department by accomplishing first stereotactic biopsy in collaboration 

with the Department of Neurology, Radiology and Anesthesiology. This was the first stereotactic procedure 

in the state of Rajasthan. Apart from this, we are having epilepsy meet every month wherein the patients 

of intractable epilepsy are discussed in the meet and possibility of surgical treatment is looked for. Karl 

Storz Cranial Neuroendoscopy systems for routine and emergency surgeries have been installed in 2020 

in the department and variety of cranial endoscopic procedures including endoscopic third 

ventriculostomy (ETV), Pituitary surgery, and Endoscopic keyhole surgeries were increasingly 

accomplished. There has been a tremendous increase in the aneurysm surgery in the last year in the 

department. 

During the latter half of 2020, another advanced Operating Microscope ‗Leica M530 OH6‘ with 

Fluroscence 560 and 800 nm camera/filters was installed in the department. It has made Vascular and 

tumor surgeries much safer. Especially, intraoperative use of ICG (Indigo-cyanine green) in aneurysm and 

fluorescein dye in gliomas, are routinely being done using this microscope. 

Few of the neurosurgical procedures, which are being provided in this part of the country (Rajasthan) only 

by AIIMS Jodhpur, are: 

a. Peripheral Nerve Surgeries 

b. Craniovertebral Junction Surgeries 

c. Neurovascular Surgeries (Aneurysms/AVMs) 

Epilepsy Surgeries 

a. Surgeries under guidance of Neuro-navigation system 

b. Stereotactic biopsy 

The Department has been catering to patients from all over north India with ever-increasing numbers in 

the OPD, which runs for five days a week. The Department also moderates monthly neurosciences meet 

wherein various experts of Jodhpur city from neurosciences share their work and there is mutual exchange 

of experiences of their respective specialties. 

The Department is also engaged in research work, which include investigator-initiated studies. The 

department has produced many publications in various esteemed journals during this period. The faculty 

members attended various conferences as invited faculty members wherein they presented their work.

About the Department 

Department of Nuclear Medicine continued its growth in second year of commencement. Taking a leap 

forward from the previous year we further expanded the scope of our facilities in the department of 

Nuclear Medicine.  

 

Patient care: In-spite of the challenges faced due to pandemic situation,we continued with the ongoing 

SPECT-CT nuclear scans. We added few more facilities for patient care and widened our services. In July 

2020, we introduced the Low-dose radioiodine I-131 therapy for thyrotoxicosis and differentiated thyroid 

cancer. In December 2020 we introduced radionuclide therapy with Samarium153-EDTMP and 

Leutetium177-EDTMP for palliation of painful bone metastases in various malignancies. MIBG scan and 

Tc99m-HYNIC-TOC scan was started for neuroendocrine tumors. The OPD consultations were provided 

in Telemedicine mode. Simultaneously, we continued to work on the installation of PET-CT scanner. The 

state-of-the-art PET-CT scanner was finally commissioned after obtaining statutory approvals and opened 

for patient services on 03.02.2021. Ours is the first Nuclear Medicine facility in government institutes in 

the state of Rajasthan to provide PET-CT imaging services. PET-CT nuclear scans are performed to 

obtain metabolic as well as anatomical information of tissues and organ systems which is very crucial in 

the management of patients of oncology, cardiology and neurology. 

During this period, the department performed a total of 1061 procedures as mentioned below: 

• SPECT-CT nuclear scans – 856 

• Low dose radioiodine I-131 therapy – 7 

• Radionuclide bone pain palliation therapy – 3 

• FDG PET-CT scan for oncology – 181 

• PET Scan- Cardiac Metabolism – 6 

• FDG PET CT brain scan – 8 

 

Academics: Medical education & training is one of the important AIIMS objectives. We started the 

postgraduate program (M.D) in Nuclear Medicine specialty from July-2020 session with two seats every 

six months. Currently, we have four students pursuing this postgraduate program. Department runs a 

comprehensive academic schedule including regular seminars, journal club, clinical case presentation 

with image interpretation sessions along with clinical and basic science classes for MD students. This 

curriculum is structured in order to develop basic understanding about the subject as well as keep them 

updated with latest developments. Microteaching sessions were regularly conducted for postgraduate 

students. Faculty members were actively involved in interdepartmental meetings like Tumor board, 

Clinical Grand rounds and Clinico-pathology case discussions. 

 

Research activities: With the widened patient services and introduction of academics we initiated 

research studies in the form of MD post-graduate theses in the field of oncologic imaging and radionuclide 

therapy. We also collaborated with the departments of Radiology and Endocrinology in their MD post-
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graduate & DM post-doctoral research theses respectively. We submitted few interesting case reports to 

indexed journals.

About the Department - 

The Department of Obstetrics & Gynecology at AIIMS Jodhpur has grown and shown steady progress in 

all aspects including patient care, research and training. The department has grown and expanded the 

spectrum of problem treated at our Institute adding more dimensions to the range and spectrum of quality 

Obstetrics & Gynecology work, research, teaching and training undertaken by the department.

About the Department: 

The department of Ophthalmology at AIIMS, Jodhpur is working under the chief guidance of Professor 

and Head of department, Prof. Kavita R Bhatnagar, with four Assistant Professors. Qualitative and 

quantitative patient care services are provided in OPD, IPD and emergency. Various Ophthalmic Sub-

specialties taken care of by the department includesCataract, Glaucoma, Squint, Neuro-Ophthalmology, 

Retina, Pediatric Ophthalmology, ROP Screening and Trauma/Emergency services. It also has a Modular 

Operation Theatre with well-equipped operating rooms.  

Both undergraduate and post graduate students are trained with highest quality of skill by using 

innovative technologies; clinically as well as surgical training. Teaching programme in the form of 

symposium, case presentations, journal clubs (physical and virtual both) are also organized for the 

students.  

Due to COVID-19 pandemic, we switched to only telemedicine consultations from April 2020, and 

restrained physical OPDs were again restarted along with telemedicine from June 2020. From March 

2020 to May 2021, a total of 13656 telemedicine consultations were attended by the department for 

various ocular complaints. Emergency and semi-emergency surgeries were conducted regularly with 

limited elective surgeries. 

At present, we are well equipped with state of the art machines- Slit Lamps, Slit Lamps with digital 

camera, YAG laser machine, Humphrey Perimeter, RNFL OCT, OptosUltraWide Field Fundus Camera, 

PRP laser machine, Fundus Fluorescein Angiography (FFA) with IndocyanineGreen (ICG) 

Angiography,Zeiss microscope and a modern phacoemulsification machines (Alcon, Infinity; Abbott 

Medical Optics, Compact). The equipment‘s which are soon joining the armamentarium for the 

department of Ophthalmology are- ROP screening camera, laser indirect ophthalmoscopy, topography, 

Optical -Biometer, Specular Microscopy, Fundus Camera, USG A & B scan, Electrophysiological system, 

and Vitreo-Retinal operating set up.

Departmental Awareness Program for World Hearing Day on 3
rd

 March 2021 

World hearing day is an awareness campaign held by the World health organization on March 3
rd

, each 

year, with a theme. Good hearing and communication, at all stages of life are important to stay connected 
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with the environment and other humans. There has been increase in the morbidity of living with 

unaddressed hearing impairment and ear diseases, which can otherwise be treated with timely 

intervention.  The theme for this year, 20201 was ―Hearing Care for all- Screen. Rehabilitate. 

Communicate.‖ In addition to the theme, this year marked the launch of the World Report of Hearing, 

which shed a light on the mismatch between the hearing loss and availability of services and resources in 

low and middle income countries and providing guidance for the member states to integrate ear and 

hearing care into their national health plans.  

The Department of Otorhinolaryngology AIIMS Jodhpur, celebrated World Hearing Day on 3rd March 

2021. With the launch of the World Report on Hearing, it was realized that about 80% of hearing loss is 

preventable. About 1 billion young adults at risk of developing permanent, avoidable hearing loss which 

can be prevented following simple ear hygiene practices.  Taking forward the spirit of the theme and 

keeping the ongoing pandemic in mind, we realized that it was very important to spread awareness to 

identify hearing loss and seek help. We made pamphlets in English and Hindi which shared stories and 

experiences of real patients in whom early identification, intervention and rehabilitation brought a change 

in their life. Employing easily understandable words, the message of addressing the need to identify and 

rehabilitate the hearing impaired and mainstreaming them into society, was delivered which was 

appreciated by the readers which comprised of patients and civilians. Apart from this, various educational 

videos were made, addressing the topics- ―Prevention‖- in high risk occupations by using ear protective 

equipment and maintaining proper ear hygiene, ―Intervention‖- for early identification of hearing loss in life 

by neonatal screening and providing appropriate management by hearing aids or Cochlear implantation 

and ―Rehabilitation‖- to identify the hearing impairment amongst the geriatric population and to explain the 

various options of rehabilitation in order to avoid their social isolation. These videos used real life people 

and were launched on the AIIMS, Jodhpur Official YouTube channel on 3
rd

 of March and were released

About the Department 

With the goal of providing standard diagnostic services in health care, the Department of Pathology & Lab 

Medicine is working with fully operational Histopathology, Cytopathology and Hematology wings. The 

Department is moving towards establishing molecular diagnostic tests, cytogenetic studies and increased 

use of novel predictive and prognostic immunohistochemical markers in oncology in the era of 

personalized medicine. 

A wide range of samples are processed in Cytopathology ranging from CSF, Urine, BAL Fluid, Sputum, 

cervical smears, Buccal smear and Direct and Guided aspirate from superficial and deep seated lesions. 

Currently, the Department offers over a 120 immunohistochemical antibodies in its diagnostic services  

There has been a moderate increase in the workload in this period as compared to the previous years.

analyser, STA satellite max and ELISA reader. 

The Department has a strength of ten faculty members with expertise in different sub specialties. The 

Faculty is actively involved in undergraduate and postgraduate teaching and research activities. The 

Department conducts regular teaching, grossing and microscopy sessions for post-graduate students. 

Currently, 23 post-graduate students and 1 Fellow for Cytopathology post-doctoral fellowship are 

enrolled. 13 Senior Residents are currently working in the Department. Besides this, all the Faculty and 

Residents give their substantial time and efforts for the teaching and practical training of MBBS students. 

Specialized training programs in subspecialties of pathology such as Dermatopathology, Renal pathology 

and Hematopathology are being introduced from this year.  
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In the AIIMS IIT Joint teaching program, multiple seminars were conducted by our faculty in tumour 

biomarkers and precision medicine in conjunction with Department of Biochemistry.  Many intramural 

projects (funded and non-funded) and extramural projects such as ―DHR-ICMR Advance Medical 

Oncology Diagnostic Services (DIAMOnD)‖ and ―Placental pathology in COVID positive patients‖ are 

being carried out.

About the Department : 

Throughout the COVID pandemic, AIIMS, Jodhpur continued the non-covid services and so the 

Department of Pediatric Surgery has also provided the best possible services to its patients.  

The department has started a six bedded NICU and 2 bedded PICU dedicated to surgical patients which 

will further enhance its efficacy.  The department has emerged as referral center for the children with solid 

tumors. This year, we have treated around 40 tumor patients with chemotherapy and surgery. 

The department has always been at forefront in undergraduate teaching and is regularly conducting 

lectures, PBL and UNCLE. The UG students are also being posted, in clinics of the department.  The 

department also contributed in institutional teaching by presenting CPC and CGR. Two new M.Ch 

residents have joined the department in this year and undergoing an accomplished training with regular 

and structured teaching schedule which includes seminars, journal club, case discussion and treatment 

planning through-out the week. This year we have started six new M.Ch dissertations and four M.Ch 

dissertations has been successfully completed and submitted this year. The residents, under supervision 

of faculty members, presented several oral papers, posters and video presentation in various international 

and national presentations.  

The faculty of department is also actively involved in academic activities. This year department has 

published 34 research articles and out of those 30 were in indexed journals, presented 30 research 

papers in various national and international conferences, chaired  sessions in various conferences, 

delivered  invited lectures, got copyright, received fellowship in minimal invasive surgery and published 

chapters in various text books.

During this year department added new research, clinical and academic activities, and 

expanded the genetic laboratory work under National Inherited Diseases Administration (NIDAN)for 

antenatal testing of common thalassemia mutation in Western Rajasthan and Genetic testing for SMA 

testing for antenatal diagnosis and genetic counseling. Department got approved to start two new DM 

courses for DM Medical genetics and DM pediatric Pulmonology for providing dedicated care and 

research in these sub-specialties and preparing expert clinician to serve the society and the nation. 

Director AIIMS Jodhpur inaugurated new 16-bedded PICU (10 bed ICU + 6 bed HDU) on 4 Feb 2021 to 

augment services to critical pediatric cases in Western India. The first batch of Pediatric Nephrology 

fellowshipcompleted their training program successfully while Pediatric Endocrinology unit started its first 

fellowshipsuccessfully. Pediatric nephrology unit  was the first to start region‘s  CAPD, CRRT and 

dedicated pediatric dialysis unit at AIIMS Jodhpur. Pediatrichematology-oncology unitgave lifeline to many 

pediatric malignanciesand minimized draining to other referral units by providing care to these patients at 

our department even during COVID 19 pandemic crisis as previously service was not exsitent at Jodhpur 

for such patients. Department has submitted a proposal for starting a one-year fellowship course in 

Pediatric hematology-oncology to serve these cases better.  Our center has achieved new milestone by 

starting enzyme replacement therapy for Late onset Pompe disease case and Crizanlizumabmonoclonal 

drug therapy for symptomatic Sickle cell disease leading to decrease in crises. Institute selected with 

specialization in Pediatric Neurologywhich further expanded the working of our department by providing 

dedicated care to large number of pediatric neurology cases in the region.

About the Department  

The Department of Physiology at AIIMS Jodhpur is a rapidly progressing department of the institute. It 

comprises 8 faculty members, 5 senior residents and 8 post graduate students (including M.D. and MSc). 

Besides teaching and training of undergraduate (MBBS and BSc Nursing) and postgraduate students, the 

department is actively involved in research and clinical investigations. 

Undergraduate teaching is imparted through conventional didactic lectures as well as tutorials and small 

group discussions. Students are given exposure to clinically important case scenarios through horizontal 

and vertical integration with other departments. Coordination of theory lectures with the practicals in 

clinical and hematology laboratories provides a better understanding of the topic. Students regularly 

interact with their faculty mentors and are encouraged to develop an understanding of research through 

ICMR Short term studentship projects. Formative assessments are conducted in the form of mid semester 

and semesters exams followed by the final summative professional exams. Medical education of 

undergraduates and postgraduates during pandemic COVID-19 has remained unhampered due to 

utilization of online teaching modality of Google Classroom. 

Postgraduate teaching is imparted through seminars, practical presentations and group discussions. 

Besides they are working on current research areas including Intraoperative Neurophysiological 

monitoring. Post graduate students of our department have won prizes in poster sessions and essay 

competitions in the academic conferences. 

Faculties of the department areinvolved in mentoring, teaching, administrationand  research. Their 

research projects have received grants from intramural and several extramural funding agencies like 

Indian Council of Medical Research andthe Department of Science and Technology. They have published 

papers in reputed national and international journals and have been instrumental in developing COVID-19 

related protection gears during aerosol generating procedures in operation theater.They participated in 

conferences and workshops as invited speakers andresource faculties. They are contributing as members 

and hold important positions in various national and international scientific bodies. 

Besides teaching and research, the department of Physiology also caters to laboratory investigation 

services for the patients. There is a fully functional Autonomic Function Test Laboratory and a quality Lab 

for testing cognitive abilities and Evoked Potentials. The Department provides Intraoperative 

Neurophysiological monitoring (IONM) services to various surgical departments. In the past academic 

year, the department has witnessed an inflation in infrastructure from a wise and timely procurement of 
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latest equipment. A State-of-the-art animal research laboratory and an Electroencephalographic 

laboratory for teaching and research are fully functional in the department.  

Amidst the gains there has been a great loss for the department last year in the form of untimely demise 

of Prof. Rajesh Sharma. He has been instrumental for the institute as well as the department 

sincebeginning.

Department of Psychiatry started its outpatient services in July 2013 and later indoor facility in 2014. 

Broadly we arecatering to children, adolescents, adults and elderly patients with psychological issues 

orpsychiatric disorders, substance use disorders and sexual disorders. 

In our outdoor clinic we are serving both new and referred patients with common mental disorders, 

severemental illness, psychosomatic disorders, stress related problems, childhood disorders,geriatric 

problems, substance use disorders, marital and psychosexual disorders etc. We are providing 

pharmacotherapy, electroconvulsive therapy (ECT), biofeedback training, and psychological testing and 

therapies like Psychoeducation, behavioural therapy, psychotherapy, and also teaching various relaxation 

exercises.

About the Department   

Patients with suspected or confirmed malignancy are seen in the OPD. A comprehensive care plan is 

prepared for each patient after the clinical workup and consultation. Joint and interdisciplinary care is 

coordinated for the patients and patients are often discussed in Joint Tumor Board Meetings. 

Simple procedures as tapping of ascites, performing simple breast/ cervical biopsies are done in OPD. 

The department has following equipment: 

 Two functioning Dual Energy Linear Accelerator with facilities for 3DCRT, IMRT, IGRT, SRS, and 

SRT etc. Another unit of linear accelerator is being installed. 

 An Ir192 HD Brachytherapy 

 A 4D CT Simulator 

 A Minor OT for Brachytherapy Procedures 

Patients are currently offered radical and palliative care with radiation therapy, systemic chemotherapy, 

biological therapy, immunotherapy and palliative care. Pain medications as morphine are judiciously 

prescribes as per WHO pain management ladder.  

In the IPD patients are admitted for procedures as Chemotherapy PORT insertions or Image guided 

biopsies with Department of Radiology, Intravenous Chemotherapies and Supportive Care etc. 

The Department is delivering Radiation Treatments with various techniques as 3DCRT, IMRT, IGRT, 

SBRT, SRS, Extra-corporeal RT, Intra-cavitoryand Interstitial brachytherapy etc.  

More than 610 patients were treated on LINAC with radiation therapy, 132 patients received 

brachytherapy and more than 5000 admissions were made for various chemotherapy and systemic 

treatments in the department. 

Department has also initiated per-op interstitial implant brachytherapy for soft tissue sarcomas 

The Department participates in the MBBS and Nursing Teaching, PG teaching of Radiation and Surgical 

oncology, teaching of Medical officers through ‗Training of Trainers‘ Programme as per the curriculum and 

in integrated teaching classes and UNCLE.

About the Department  

The Department of Surgical Oncology provides consultation for screening, diagnosis, surgical 

management, and follow up of the cancer patients.  From 1
st
 April 2020 to 31

st
 March 2021, 4449 patients 

have visited our OPD for various surgical problems. We have a separate teaching room for 

undergraduate teaching in the same block. The major operation theaters are located in Modular OT 

Complex at 4
th
 floor. The minor operation theaters are located in Trauma and Emergency OT complex. A 

total of 269numbers of major surgical procedures were performed during this period. We have endo 

trainer facilities for laparoscopic procedures in the surgical skill lab located in the OT complex. 

Out-Patient Department: Our OPD is presently working five days a week (Monday to Friday, in the A 

block, 5
th
 floor of the OPD complex (Room no. 510-12). We do minor procedures or surgical procedures, 

including core cut, punch, and incisional biopsies and dressing, etc. in Room No. 501. Our department 

policy is to first evaluate the patients on the OPD basis who may need any surgical intervention and then 

admit through the waiting list. Patients are given a choice of either general or private or semiprivate ward. 

We run a Tumor Board meeting every Wednesday.  

In-Patient Department: IPD wards are separate for male and female along with both general and special 

pay rooms (private or semiprivate). The patient is thoroughly evaluated, and history & examination is 

prepared by the resident as soon as the patient arrives. A printed discharge summary is handed over to 

all the patients. We are maintaining soft copies of all the data, including operative and discharge 

summary.  

Surgeries: The department of surgical oncology has all the facilities required for the surgical treatment of 

cancer patients. Apart from the conventional open surgeries, we perform minimal access surgery with the 

help of laparoscopic techniques as well as da Vinci Robotic Surgical System.

About the Department: 

The Department of Transfusion Medicine& Blood Bank has completed six years and recently been 

successfully licensed. The department has been engaged all apheresis procedures via 

erythrocytopheresis (Red Cell Exchange), granulocytopheresis, leucocytopheresis, LDL apheresis, 

plasma apheresis, platelet apheresis and therapeutic plasma exchange.  

The Department of Transfusion Medicine provides a gamut of transfusion services including patient blood 

management, apheresis treatment modalities and autologous cellular products like PRF, CGF, PRP etc. 

apart from the basic functioning of provision of blood components to AIIMS and other hospitals in 

Jodhpur. The Hospital Transfusion Committee of AIIMS Jodhpur was instrumental in increasing voluntary 

donations, minimizing unnecessary prophylactic transfusions, implementation of restrictive transfusion 

thresholds; single unit transfusion policy and use of autologous blood during surgeries. In COVID-19 

pandemic where lockdown and Janta Curfew have halted the mass gathering and no blood donation 

camps were allowed, the department had taken initiative in recruiting voluntary donors from AIIMS faculty, 

residents and hospital staff. Department had also issued voluntary blood donation passes to donors for 

altruistic blood donation through following Covid-19 guidelines at AIIMS Jodhpur. 

Between April 2020 to March 2021, 5143 donors were screened and 4558 donated (15% increase over 

the last year), of which 94 were apheresis donors.The ID-NAT laboratory of AIIMS Jodhpur has been 

functioning as a centralized testing center for other government hospitals in Rajasthan for the provision of 

NAT tested PRBC for thalassemia patients. Around 12,000 samples have been tested in the past year 

under this program.During this financial year 9465 components were issued (17% increase) including 

4211 PRBCs (12% increase), 2877 FFP (24% increase), 1983 RDP (17% increase), 33 SDAPs, 149 

Cryoprecipitate and 144 Convalescent plasma. 

The department successfully completed training for its Second Batch of MD Transfusion Medicine 

candidate and three more MD batches are under training. One student from each of first three batches 

have received prestigious ICMR MD Thesis award, including the 3rd batch receiving it last year. Faculty 

and residents from the department have participated in young transfusion professional forum teaching 

learning activities. Residents from the department are also actively involved in attending educational 

sessions from transfusion experts through virtual classes. Departmental seminars and internal 

assessment exams are regularly carried out for enriching and nourishing the residents. This year 

Transfusion Medicine residents have attended National Conference ISBTI Transcon 2021 and have 

secured 3rd place in National Quiz Competition, ISBTI fellowship award for best paper and 2nd prize in 

poster presentation.

About the Department: 

The Trauma &Emergency department started in September 2017. The initial footfall in the emergency 

was low but with sustained efforts of faculty members and proper protocols, the department has become 

well-equipped to tackle various types of patients. The Current triage and resuscitation areas are fully 

equipped with state-of-the art ventilators, defibrillators etc. Currently Emergency care for Trauma, 

Surgery, medicine and pediatric patient are managed under one roof. There is a provision of separate 

counter for Triaging of patents. Pediatric patients are managed by dedicated pediatric team. In AIIMS 

Emergency ATLS/ACLS protocols are in palace. 

The average footfall of emergency patient in year 2020-2021was1868 per month.  

In COVID-19 pandemic situation, the emergency was the most sensitive area for rapid response. To 

protect health care workers and patients, we created a provision for 24 hours screening counter with 

dedicated personnel in full PPE. All patients who reached theEmergency,wererapidly evaluated clinically 

and details documented in the ICMR screening form.

The Department of Urology was started on 27 April 2016; it offers up-to-date facility for comprehensive 

management of all major urological disorders including cancer surgeries. Comprehensive medical 

education and various programs of clinical and basic research are integral part of the department.
